Check-in procedures

TGV Brussels-France

Second class
- Comfort, convenience
- Access to the bar service.
- The ''Carré'' for travelling in groups of four.

Other services
- A bar and food counter: open for the duration of the journey. You will find a variety of food and refreshments to
enjoy in the bar car: breakfast formula, meals, warm and cold dishes, sandwiches, dessert, warm and cold beverages.
- Facilities for disabled travellers: on all major routes, the TGV have a special coach in 1st class and 2nd class which
has built-in wheelchair lift and a bookable space for a wheelchair. Facilities in stations.

Luggage tag
- On all French Trains, it is mandatory to place a tag on each piece of luggage identifying the traveller

Validation of the ticket
- Validation of the ticket before boarding is mandatory in France only. Travellers will find yellow automatic stamping
machines at the entrance of the platform prior to entering the train.

Any Belgian Station
- The "Any Belgian Station" fare enables the traveller to extend his TGV journey at minimal cost by changing to a train
on the Belgian rail network, or to travel back to Brussels Midi departure station from any station in Belgium.

- There are no check-in or customs procedures before boarding TGV's trains.
- Ticket control and passport checks will occur on board the train.
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
